We needed something
like ten laps of yellow for them to run out of fuel. From that perspective it is tough, but that is a gamble that
they took and it worked out in their favor. But we had a top-five finish tonight and we will take it.”

“The Motorola car was very strong tonight, and Danica did a great job in the opening stage of the
race. Unfortunately, we lost a couple of spots when Dixon and Wheldon stayed out. Otherwise, we
finished on the podium today.”
